PROCLAMATION NO.1344/2024

A PROCLAMATION ISSUED TO PROVIDE
FOR LEGAL METROLOGY SYSTEM

WHEREAS, it has been found necessary to protect
and keep the interest, health and safety of society
and animals as well as the environment by
ensuring the verification of measurements and

WHEREAS, it has been found necessary to create
a system to control the labeling and net quantity of
pre-packaged products, before and after entering
into the market, thereby enabling the consumers to

get the right product and service for the price they

pay;

NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with Article
55 (2) (f) of the Constitution of the Federal
Democratic Republic of Ethiopia, it is hereby

proclaimed as follows:

PART ONE
GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. Short Title

This Proclamation may be cited as the “Legal
Metrology Proclamation No.1344/2024.”

2. Definitions

Unless the context requires otherwise, in this

Proclamation:

1/“Legal Metrology” means enforcing statutory

and regulatory requirements relating to

verification of measurement,measurement
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units, measuring instruments, and measurement
methods which are performed by regulatory

bodies;

2/“Ethiopian Standards” means the National
Standards for Measuring Instruments and
Pre-packaged Products declared by the
legally authorized body;

3/“Measurement Standard” means realization of
the definition of a given quantity with stated
quantity value and associated measurement

uncertainty, used as a reference or Ethalon”;

4/“Reference Measurement Standard” means
measurement standard designated for the
calibration of  working  measurement
standards or other measurement standards for
quantities of a given kind kept in the

laboratory of national metrology;

5/“Working Measurement Standard” means
measurement standard that is used routinely
to calibrate or verify measuring instruments,

measuring systems or material measures;

6/“Accreditation” means third-party attestation
related to a conformity assessment bodies and
management system consultants, conveying
formal demonstration of their competence to

carryout specific conformity assessment
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tasks;

7/“Calibration” means operation that, under

specified conditions, in a first step,
establishes a relation between the quantity
values with measurement uncertainties
provided by measurement standards and
corresponding indications with associated
measurement uncertainties and, in asecond
step, uses this information to establish a
relation for obtaining a measurement result

from an indication;

8/“Measurement” means process of experiment
-ally obtaining one or more quantity values
that can reasonably be attributed to a

quantity;

9/“Measurement Unit” means real scalar
quantity, defined and adopted by convention,
with which any other quantity of the same
kind can be compared to express the ratio of

the two quantities as a number;

10/“International Units System” means the
coherent system of units adopted and
recommended by the General Conference on

Weights and Measures;

11/“Measuring Instrument”means any appliance,
equipment, instrument, software or apparatus
or any combination thereof by means of

which a measurement of physical quantity,
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expressed in any measurement unit or a
mathematical function of a measurement unit,

may be made;

12/“Type or Design Evaluation” means judging
if a particular type or design of a measuring
instrument complies with the relevant
statutory requirements and is suitable for

use for a prescribed purpose;

13/“Type or Design Approval” means a decision
of legal relevance rendered based on the
type or design evaluation report whether the
type or design of a measuring instrument is
adequate to carry out the functions for
which it has been designed and

manufactured;

14/“Verification” means the procedure of

inspection,other than type or design
approval,conducted to ascertain that a
measuring instrument or Pre-packaged
Product complies with the requirements of
Ethiopian Standards and includes affixing a
mark and

verification issuing of a

verification certificate;

15/“Initial Verification” means verification of a
measuring instrument which has not been

verified previously;
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16/“Subsequent Verification” means verification
of a measuring instrument which is conducted

periodically after the initial verification;

17/*“Verification Mark” means a Mark made by
impressing, casting, engraving, etching,
branding, affixing pre-stressed paper seal
or any other process to indicate whether or

not a measuring instrument is verified;

18/“Marking”

stamping of a mark on a measuring

means posting, affixing or

instrument;

19/“Sealing” means posting or affixing a
measuring instrument with any wire plumb
or other accessories having an identity
code in order to protect such measuring
instrument against any unauthorized

modification, readjustment or removal of

parts;

20/*Pre-packaged Product” means any product
that is enclosed in a container or packed in
any manner, and for which its quantity has
been determined and indicated for the
purpose of sale whose quantity cannot be
changed without the pre-package being
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21/“Net Quantity” means the quantity by weight,
volume, number, length or area of a
product contained in a package, excluding
the packaging or wrappers;

22/“Label” means any written, marked, stamped,
printed or graphic material affixed to,
attached to or appearing upon any pre-
packaged product for the purpose of giving

information with respect to such product;

23/ “Premises” includes:-

a) a house, vehicle, vessel or any other
mobile device, where any business,
industry,production or transaction is

carried out by a person, by whatever

name called, whether by himself or

through an agent;

b) aware house, a customs checkpoint or

other place where any measuring
instrument or pre-packaged products are

stored or exhibited;

24/ “Inspector” means any officer deployed by the
Ministry or the Relevant Body who carries
out inspection to ensure the accuracy of
measuring instruments as well as the net
quantity and label of pre-packaged products

as per the standard and also supervises the
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works undertaken by the legal metrology
officer;

25/“Legal Metrology Officer” means any person
who is granted a license by the Ministry to
verify measuring instruments and pre-

packaged products;

26/*“Repairer" means any person who is granted
a license by the Ministry or relevant body to
repair, adjust,restore, clean, lubricate, paint
or render any other related services to
ensure that measuring instruments conform

to the requirements of Ethiopian Standards;

27/“User” means any person who manufactures,

assembles, exports, imports, distributes,
sells or uses measuring instruments or pre-
packaged products for commercial and any

other legal metrology purposes;

28/“Ministry” means the Ministry of Trade and

Regional Integration of the Federal

Democratic Republic of Ethiopia;
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29/“Region” means any region referred under
Article 47(1) of the Constitution of the
Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia
and includes the Addis Ababa and Diredawa
City Administrations;

30/“Relevant Body” means any executive body
that regulates measuring instruments and
prepackaged products falling under its
jurisdiction, or any office authorized to
administer trade in a region, or any
executive body delegated by the Ministry to
oversee legal metrology functions in
accordance with this Proclamation, as

appropriate;

31/ “Person” means any natural or juridical

person;

32/ Any expression in the masculine gender

includes the feminine.

3. Scope of Application

1/ This Proclamation in Ethiopia shall apply
upon:

a) Measurements and measuring instruments
subject to Ethiopian standards which are
used in commercial transactions, health,
safety of humans and animals as well as
environmental protection and persons who

manufacture, assemble, export, import,
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distribute, sell, use, verify and repair such

measuring instruments; and

b) Net amount of any Pre-packaged products
and to any person who manufacture, pack,
export, import, distribute,sell and verify

such products in Ethiopia.

2/ This Proclamation shall not apply to the
regulation of measuring instruments and

prepackaged products used for Military and

National Security purposes.

PART TWO
LEGAL METROLOGY SYSTEM

4. Powers and Duties of the Ministry and the

Relevant Body

1/ The Ministry shall:

a) Establish the Country’s Legal Metrology

System and oversee its implementation;

b) Propose the development and revision of

Ethiopian  Standards of  measuring
instruments to the appropriate body and
notify their implementation to the public

when approved;
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c) Establish a system for the use,

administration and regulation of
verification marks applicable to
measuring instruments and oversee its

implementation;

d) Establish, as deemed necessary, a
laboratory for the purpose of type or
design evaluation and verification of

measuring instruments;

e) Inspect, approve and register the type or
design of measuring instruments and

issue a certificate of suitability;

f) Verify or cause to be verified locally
manufactured, export or import
measuring instruments, register same
and issue a certificate of verification for

the use thereof;

g) Give license to legal metrology officer and

repairer.

h) Verify or cause to be verified road tankers,
liquid storage tankers, underground storage
tankers, fuel depots and calibration of
weighbridges and  other  measuring

instruments whose service is not limited to

one region and issue a certificate thereof,

and ensure only such verified measuring
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instruments are used;

i) Verify or cause to be verified the net
quantity and label of locally
produced,exportor import pre-packaged
products and issue a certificate of release for

sale;

j) Withhold the import, export, sale or use of
measuring instruments and pre-packaged
products which do not conform to the
requirements of Ethiopian Standards, or
order the recall or disposal of same, or cause

other appropriate legal action to be taken;

k) Issue a license to a legal metrology officer
and a Repairer who meets the criteria
specified by a directive issued here under

and oversee their activities;

[) Coordinate executive bodies who verify
measuring instruments and pre-packaged
products falling under their jurisdiction and

oversee their performance;
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m) Undertake capacity building, give training

Participate and represent the Country at the

8. Reaqistration of Measuring Instruments and Pre-

Packaged Products

1/ The

10.Type or Design Approval of Measuring

Instruments

1/ No wuser shall manufacture, assemble,

export, import or sell any measuring
instrument  without a certificate of
suitability relating to the type or design of

such measuring instrument or part thereof.

2/ Any user shall submit to the Ministry a

written application, requesting a certificate
of type or design approval, giving full
particulars of the pattern of the measuring
instrument or part there of before
manufacturing, assembling, exporting,
importing or selling such measuring

instrument or parts thereof.

3/ The Ministry shall conduct testing, or it may

subcontract such testing to an accredited
body to ascertain that the type or design of
the measuring instrument submitted under
sub-article (2) of this Article complies with

the requirements of Ethiopian Standards.

4/ A certificate of suitability for the type or
design of a measuring instrument or part
thereof imported to the country shall be
acceptable if it is approved by

internationally recognized third party.

5/ The Ministry shall issue to the user a
certificate of suitability for the type or
design approval, and affix an approval
mark on it if the measuring instrument
passed the undergone suitability test and
complies with the requirements of
standards under sub-article (3) or (4) of this
Article.

6/ The Ministry shall refuse to issue a
certificate of suitability for the type or
design approval under sub-article (5) of this
Article if the measuring instrument does
not comply with the requirements of

standards.

7/ The validity period of a certificate of
suitability for the type or design approval
granted in accordance with sub-article (5)
of this Article shall be determined by a

directive issued here under.
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11. Verification of Measuring Instruments

1/ Any user shall submit measuring
instruments for initial and subsequent
verifications to the inspector or the legal
metrology officer in accordance with this
Article.

2/ For the purpose of sub-article (1) of this

Article, subsequent verification includes:

a) mandatory periodic verification;

b) verification after repair;

c) Verification by the request of the

user; and

d) Verification during inspection.

3/ Any measuring instrument shall be required
to be verified only at the place where it has

been installed or used.

4/Notwithstanding the provisions of sub-
article (3) of this Article, a measuring
instrument can be verified at the place of

manufacture or a customs checkpoint.
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5/ If a measuring instrument is dismantled and
re-installed or repaired after verification, it
shall be duly re-verified before being put

into use

6/ Verification of measuring instruments shall
be carried out only by the Ministry, the
Relevant Body or the Legal Metrology
Officer.

7/ The Ministry, the Relevant Body or the

Legal Metrology Officer shall affix a
verification mark on the measuring
instrument and issue a verification

certificate to the User if such measuring
instrument complies with the requirements

of Ethiopian standards.

8/ The period and procedure of mandatory

subsequent  verification of measuring
instruments to be carried out pursuant to
sub-article (2) (a) of this Article shall be

determined by directive issued here under.

12.Inspection of Measuring Instruments

1/ The Ministry or the Relevant Body may
undertake regular, surprise or complaint
based visit at the premises of the user for

the purpose of inspecting measuring
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oM’y m6h, hAeoP'r’}::

instruments.

2/ Any User shall make measuring instruments
available for inspection when requested by

the Ministry or the Relevant Bodly.

3/ The Ministry or the Relevant Body shall

conduct  inspection  of  measuring
instruments in order to ascertain the

following particulars:-

a) The type or design of the measuring
instrument is approved and a certificate

of suitability is granted;

b) The measuring instrument is timely

verified and appropriately calibrated;

c) The verification mark or certificate is

valid;

d) No obvious modification is made on the

measuring instrument after verification;

e)Any previously verified measuring
instrument can be maintained in use or
it needs

repair, adjustment or

replacement;

f) no marks are damaged;

g)The measurement result does not exceed
the maximum permissible errors stated
in the

requirements of Ethiopian
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standards.

4/ When the Ministry or the Relevant Body
conducts inspection under this Article, it
shall:

a) Use the verification mark, design or
type approval mark, as required, to
indicate that the measuring instrument

has been inspected.

b) Affix a verification mark and issue a

Verification  Certificate to  the
measuring instrument if it is not
previously verified and it conforms to
the  requirements  of

Standards.

Ethiopian

c) Suspend it not to provide service when
it is ascertained that the measuring
instrument does not comply with the

requirements of Ethiopian Standards.

5/Notwithstanding the provisions of sub-
article (4) (c) of this Article, the user may
rectify the defects of the measuring

instrument and make it to be re-verified.

6/ When the Ministry or the Relevant Body

finds illegal, un callebrated or non-
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compliant measuring instrument; it shall
ensure the withdrawal of such measuring

instrument from further use or sale.

7/ For the purpose of inspection carried out

pursuant to this Article, any measuring
instrument found by the Inspector at the
Premises of the user shall be considered to

be used for business service.

13. Verification and Inspection of Pre-packaged

Products

1/ No user shall export, import or distribute

pre-packaged products without stating their
net quantity, affixing the label thereof and
without having a certificate of release

issued by the Ministry.

2/ The label posted by the user on the pre-

packaged products shall be conspicuously,
legibly and unambiguously readable to
customers that could not be easily removed
and erased, which is printed in Amharic
and English languages or at least one of

them.
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3/ Any label posted on the pre-packaged
products shall be prepared in accordance
with the relevant requirements of Ethiopian
standards and must bear at least the

following main particulars:

a) lIdentity, common or generic name,
code number and type of the product
contained in the package;

b) Year ,month and day  of

manufacturing;
c) Expiry date;

d) Name and place of business of the
manufacturer, packer, Exporter or

Importer; and
e) The net quantity of the product.

4/ Any User shall submit pre-packaged
products to the inspector or the legal
metrology officer for the verification of

the net quantity and label of same.

5/ Any User shall provide with market price,
when required, a representative sample for
the verification and inspection of pre-
packaged products; The representative
sample that will be taken shall be as per

the requirements of Ethiopian standards.
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6/ The Ministry shall issue a certificate of
release to the User allowing the export,
import or sale of pre-packaged products if
such with  the

requirements of Ethiopian standards.

7/ The Ministry or the Relevant Body may
undertake regular, surprise or complaint
based visit at the premises of the User for
the purpose of inspecting pre-packaged

products.

8/ The Ministry or the Relevant Body may take

administrative measures in accordance
with this Proclamation when it ascertains
that the pre-packaged products are illegal
or do not comply to the relevant Ethiopian

standards.

2/ Any repairer performs  maintenance
activities of measuring equipment according
to the license given by the Ministry or the
Relevant Body; The licensing requirements
and his particular duties and responsibilities

shall be determined by a directive.

3/ Any Legal Metrology Ofiicer and repairer
shall carry out maintenance activities of
measuring instruments in accordance with
the license granted by the Ministry or
Relevant Body; the licensing requirements
and his particular duties and responsibilities
shall be determined by directive issued here

under.

15. Duties and Responsibilities of the Inspector

Any Inspector shall:

1/ Enter any premises, without advance notice
during any regular working hours, or in
doubtful cases out of the regular working
hours, by showing his identification card
and authorization letter issued by the
Ministry or the Relevant Body, and inspect
any measuring instruments and pre-

packaged products as well as records
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the requirements of Ethiopian standards and
reports same to the Ministry or the Relevant
Body.

4/ Suspend the wuse of the measuring

instrument, which the legal metrology
officer verified and made verification mark
up on it pursuant to Article 14 (1) of this
Proclamation by rejecting the verification
mark affixed on it when he proves that it is
inaccurate, false or damaged and report this

to the Ministry or the Relevant Body.
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5/ Cause the issuance of a certificate of release
to the User from the Ministry if he finds that
the pre-packaged product complies with the

requirements of Ethiopian standards.

6/ Submit recommendation to the Ministry or
the Relevant Body where he finds that any
user possesses a measuring instrument or
pre-packaged product, which does not meet
the requirements of Ethiopian standards, to
withdraw, collect or dispose or not to use or
sell such measuring instrument or pre-
packaged product and execute it when

approved.

7/ Issue a receiving form to the user when he
takes anything from the premises being
it after he has

inspected and return

accomplished the inspection.
8/ Perform  other related activities in
accordance with the particulars specified by

directives issued hereunder.

PART FIVE

ADMINSTRATIVE MEASURES AND

PENALTY
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1/Manufacturing, assembling, exporting,
importing or selling any measuring
instrument or part thereof without type or
design approval certificate of suitability

by the Ministry;

2/ Manufacturing, exporting, importing or
selling measuring instruments without a
verification certificate issued by the

Ministry;

3/Manufacturing, exporting, importing or
selling any pre-packaged
label,

describing the net quantity on the label, ,

products

without the required without
inconsistent with the label or without
having a certificate of release issued by

the Ministry;
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4/Manufacturing, assembling, exporting,
Importing, selling, providing service or
using any measuring instruments or pre-
packaged products that do not conform to
the requirements of Ethiopian standards
or whose production or sale is prohibited

in Ethiopia;

5/ Using a wrong or forged verification

mark on the measuring instrument;

6/Providing  service using  improper
measuring instrument or measuring
instrument whose accuracy is nhot
verified in accordance with this

Proclamation;

7/Using a verification mark affixed on the
measuring instrument whose accuracy is
verified onother measuring instrument

whose accuracy is not verified,;

8/Detaching a verification mark or seal; or
affixing a removed verification mark on

the measuring instrument;

9/Affixing or putting an improper foreign
matter on a measuring instrument or its

container that can change its
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measurement;

10/ Impeding or obstructing in any way the
work of inspection undertaken in

accordance with this Proclamation;

11/Failure to maintain the measuring
instrument in such a way that it is not
susceptible to tampering that could easily

distort the measurement or measurement

result.

12/Engaging in  the  manufacturing,
assembling, exporting, importing, selling
or repairing of measuring instruments or
pre-packaged products while being a

Legal Metrology officer or a repairer.

17.Administrative Measures

1/ The Ministry or the Relevant Body may take
one or more of the following administrative
measures when prohibited acts falling

within its jurisdiction are committed:

a) Bar measuring instruments or pre-
packaged products from entering or
leaving the country,dispose them or re-
export them to the country of origin at

the expense of the User, suspend their
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b)

c)

distribution, recall them from market
or decide their confiscation when it
confirms upon credible evidence where
one or more of the prohibited acts
specified under Sub Article 1-5 of
Article 16 of this Proclamation are

committed;

Suspend the type or design approval
certificate of suitability or any
verification certificate of the User for
the period specified by directives
issued hereunder when it confirms
upon credible evidence that one or
more of the prohibited acts specified
under Sub Article 6-10 of Article 16
of this Proclamation are committed
and revoke such certificate and cause
the confiscation or disposal of he
measuring instrument if the User failed
to make the necessary adjustment

within the period of the suspension;

Revoke the license of a legal
metrology officer or a repairer when it
confirms upon credible evidence that

the prohibited acts specified under
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Article 16 (11) of this Proclamation are

committed.

2/ The Ministry or the Relevant Body shall

notify to the public administrative
measures taken in accordance with sub-

article (1) of this Article.

18 Grievance

1/ Any person who is aggrieved with the

decision of any concerned official

regarding matters covered in this
Proclamation, regulations and directives
issued hereunder may lodge his complaint
in writing to the Head of the Ministry or the
Relevant Body, as appropriate, within ten
working days from the rendering of such

decision.

2/ The head of the Ministry or the relevant
body shall notify his decision in writing to
the aggrieved person within fifteen working

days from the receipt of the complaint.

3/ The complainant may lodge his complaint to
the competent Court within 30 days from
the rendering of the decision if he is
aggrieved by the decision of the Head of
the Ministry or the Relevant Body or if he

has not received a written decision within
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the time limit specified under sub-article
(2) of this Article.

19. Penalty

1/ Whoever with intent to injure the interest of
another, or to obtain undue advantage for
himself sells a product or service using
measuring units and multiples of measuring
units other than referred in Article 5 of this
Proclamation shall be punished with fine
from Birr ten thousand to fifty thousand or
with simple imprisonment not exceeding
three years; when the prohibited act is
committed for the second time, it shall be
punishable with fine from Birr fifty one
thousand to one hundred thousand or with
simple imprisonment from six months to

three years.

2/ Whoever knowingly engages in the
manufacturing, exporting, importing or
distributing of any measuring instrument
without having type or design approval and
a certificate of suitability shall be punished
with fine from Birr one hundred thousand
to two hundred fifty thousand or with
simple imprisonment from six months to

three years.

3/ Whoever with intent to injure the interest of
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another, or to obtain un due advantage for
himself uses measuring instruments without
submitting for verification in accordance
with this Proclamation shall be punished
with fine from Birr ten thousand to twenty
thousand or with simple imprisonment not

exceeding three years.

4/ Whoever with intent and without lawful
authority detaches a verification mark,
replaces it by another or tearing plumb seal
of measuring instruments shall be punished
with fine from Birr one hundred fifty
thousand to three thousand and with
rigorous imprisonment not exceeding five

years.

5/ Whoever with intent to obtain un due
advantage for himself manufactures, packs,
exports, imports, sells or otherwise
transfers any pre-packaged products
without stating the net quantity on the label,
containing less than the net quantity stated
on the label, inconsistent with the label or
without having a certificate of release shall
be punished with fine from Birr one
hundred thousand to two hundred thousand
and with rigorous imprisonment not

exceeding five years.

6/ Where the violation specified under sub-
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article (1), (2) or (3) of this Article is
committed negligently, the punishment
shall be fine from Birr ten thousand to
twenty thousand or simple imprisonment

not exceeding six months.

7/ Where the violation specified under sub-

article (4) or (5 of this Article is
committed negligently, the punishment
shall be fine from Birr fifty thousand to one
hundred thousand or simple imprisonment

not exceeding one year.

8/ Any legal Metrology Officer or Repairer

who checks or repairs the accuracy of

measuring  instruments or  packaged
products with the intention of obtaining
undue benefit for himself or for another
person, shall be fined between 50,000 (fifty
thousand) and 100,000 (one hundred
thousand) and is punishablet for a term not

exceeding three years simple imprisonment.

PART SIX
MISCELLANEQOUS PROVISIONS

20. Transitory Provisions

1/ Any verification mark and certificate of

verification granted to any measuring
instruments prior to the effectiveness of this

Proclamation shall remain in force until
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replaced in  accordance  with  this

Proclamation.
2/ The Service Fee determined by Weights and

Measures Regulation legal notice No.
431/1973 shall remain in force until it is

replaced by another service fee regulation.

21. Power to Issue Regulations and Directives

1/ The Council

regulations

of Ministers may issue
necessary for the

implementation of this Proclamation.

2/ The Ministry may issue directives necessary
for the implementation of this Proclamation
and regulations issued pursuant to sub-
article 1 of this Article.

3/ The measuring instrument shall be replaced
by a digital measuring instrument. The
detailed procedure for the period of service

shall be determined by a directive.

22. Repealed and Inapplicable Laws
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1/ Weights and Measures Regulation legal
notice No. 431/1973, is hereby repealed.

2/ No Proclamation, Regulation, Directive or
practice shall, in so far as it is inconsistent
with this Proclamation, be applicable with

to matters

respect covered by this

Proclamation.
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23. Effective Date

This Proclamation shall enter into force on
the date of its publication in the Federal

Negarit Gazette.
